4) ITISTHE HOME TEAM THAT RUNS THE RISK OF LOSING THE
PARK, SO IT IS THEIR CALL

5) IF THE FIELD IS DEEMED UNPLAYABLE AT THE TIME OF THE GAME
THE REFEREE IS NOT PAID.

6) STANDING WATER ON THE FIELD IS A KEY “NO PLAY” FACTOR

ALL TEAMS ARE CAUTIONED TO PROTECT THEIR PARK. IF YOU LOSE YOUR
PLAYING SLOT YOU LOSE YOUR PLACE IN THE LEAGUE. IT HAS HAPPENED!!
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
